	Activity 2
	Students follow the instructions on teach-ict for activity 2.  They have 5 minutes to read and remember as many facts as possible about Rombertik, a computer virus.  

They then open the ‘read and remember.doc’ and set their timer to 3 minutes.  During that time they have to type in as many facts as they can remember without looking at the text again.  

They then have 2 minutes to compare their notes with a partner.

	Activity 3
	Using the internet find out about viruses, worms, Trojan horses and spyware.  Students will create a presentation about these items.
Remind students that they have 20 minutes and 4 items to write about so that gives them 5 minutes to complete each slide.
