INPUT DESIGN 

Filling in the Form should be 

· Easy to fill in accurately 

· Headings for each data item are clear and unambiguous 

· Form headings protected and cant be overwritten by user cursor movement restricted

· Data entry boxes are logically ordered

· Data entry positions should indicate range of allowable values

· Boxed in areas indicate fields for data entry 

Instruction and Response

· Use of natural language or mnemonics 

Communicating errors 

· Explanation of reasons for rejection on screen

· Upper/lower case? 

General

· Logical progression of dialogue

· Sensible spacing consistent interface (colour coding, etc.) 

· Highlighting used sparingly

• Layout/formatting of page lost (1) copies not in same format as original (1)
