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10.3 Control of Information
"Understand that the sale of entitlement to access to data may mean paying for a more convenient form of access, the right of which already exists."
Past examination papers are often freely available for download from examination board websites or in paper format for a small fee. Some users however are prepared to pay businesses such as ExamPro for these papers packaged in database format. They do this because the papers are organised in a convenient format that they can use e.g. they can search the database for questions related to a particular topic area.
