Statements to use as part of a debate.


There are lots of  online chat/support groups where you can talk to people who can help.


School days might become more flexible, you are not dependant upon the teacher being available.


Students can work at their own pace, repeating sections they don’t understand


Computers are endlessly patient


The material is presented in a consistent way – you are not dependent on the skills of a good teacher


Once the package is paid for, it can be cost-effective as fewer teachers are required.


Some students prefer to work alone than with others


Computers can analyse a student’s performance and provide instant graphs and results


It can be very boring sitting in front of a computer screen


A computer may not motivate students in the same way as a good teacher
