Students are to use the techniques that they learned last week and create a new
graphic from an existing image of their choice. They should replace the
background, make use of special effects and filters and add appropriate text and
text effects.
Provide support and assistance as required.
Review/Summary Use net monitoring software to access a few of the graphics created by students. 5 mins
At least 5 minutes Display these graphics on the whiteboard and invite constructive feedback from
before end. other students.

Investigate some of the other tools available in Photoshop Elements such as the clone tool,
gradient tool and healing tool
