Students enjoy making use of multi-media resources. Sound is an important part of any multi-media resource and

it is useful for students to gain a good understanding of how to construct and manipulate sound files.

Know: How to add sounds in appropriate places using software such as Audacity.
Understand: How a sound project can be made up of many different component parts

Be able to: Take different sounds and be able to make a comprehensive story to listen to.

Greet and settle students. Take register. No starter activity

Teacher introduction

Remind students about how they constructed the Beowulf story last week.
Explain that they used whole sound clips and arranged them in the correct order
and added background sounds in appropriate places.

Explain that this week they will be taking small sections of sound from different
clips and putting them together to make a short, ‘scary’ movie trailer.

You will need to have collected various sound files for students to use. A good
search term is ‘radio horror spot sound clips’. Save these in the shared area.
Play ‘teenage werewolf zombies.mp3’ to students. Using the sound clips in the
‘example’ folder, demonstrate how the could compile the sound file.

Student task

Show students how to access the sound clips from the shared area. Explain that
they will have about 15 minutes to listen to them and pick a few that they wish to
use. They should copy these to their own folder.

Students should fetch a pair of headphones, log onto the computers and begin
work.

Walk around the room and offer assistance as required.
