Lesson Lesson 7 – Information, reliability, accuracy and bias 

 
Context of the lesson 
Where this fits into the 
“Big Picture” 

In this unit student learn to assess the validity of information.  They will be able to identify biased and inaccurate 
information and avoid that which they deem to be unreliable.  Students learn techniques to help them search for 
information more effectively. 
Students are asked to select a contentious issue and to gather information from various sources in order to make 
an unbiased presentation to others. 
They consider the usefulness, provenance, reliability, status and bias of the information they collect and use.

Teacher 
input/Activities.

Greet and settle students.  Take register. 
 
Teacher demonstration 
Demonstrate how to access the Master Slide.  Explain the main features and 
how they would be useful to the students. 
Explain to students that for higher marks they should be making use of the 
Master Slide to ensure uniformity throughout their presentation. 
 
Teacher instructions 
Remind students that they will be presenting their work to the class next 
week. 
Explain that they should finish their presentation this week and begin 
practising who will say what during the presentation. 
Explain that students should know their subject matter well and shouldn’t 
just be reading the bullet points.  They should be able to tell the audience a 
little more information about each bullet point.  They may have notes or 
prompt cards to help them 
 
Paired task 
Students should begin completing their presentation. 
They should start to practice giving their presentation and work out who 
will cover each slide. 
 
Talk to students to ensure they understand exactly what they need to do. 
Offer advice and assistance where required.
