Go through the answers with the class.
Teacher introduction 10 mins.
Remind students what they learned last week about large amounts of data
being collected about them and then used by companies for various reasons.
Ask them if they think that companies take good care of this data.
Display “data loss examples.pdf’ on the board and go through some recent
news stories about how high profile companies have lost hundreds of
thousands of their customer records.
Paired discussion 5 mins
Ask students in pairs to discuss how they would feel if their data were to be
lost by a company.
Feedback to class
Teacher led discussion 5 mins
Ask students what the possible consequences might be if their personal data
was lost in such a way and it were to fall into criminal hands.
Individual task 15 mins
Hand round a copy of ‘data protection task.pdf’ to each student.
Students should read the information about the DPA to themselves and then
answer the questions.
Go through the answers with the class
